This video has no dialogue. The following are scene descriptions.
1. Aerial image of the ORAU campus before the groundbreaking for the Center for Science Education.
2. Installation of the steel frame structure for the Center for Science Education appears and progresses.

3. The second floor is installed as the steel frame continues to completion.

4. Metal studs are installed.

5. Installation of the fiberglass insulation begins at the lower level of the building and progressively becomes fully installed around the building.
6. The ventilation system appears on top of the building.
7. Another layer of insulation is added and becomes more progressively installed around the building, as installation of yet another layer of insulation simultaneously begins.

8. As the installation of the third and final layer of insulation progresses to completion, the installation of brick and precast concrete begins on the east end of the building.

9. The installation of the brick and precast concrete progressively becomes further developed and plastic is placed over windows to keep moisture and dust off of wallboard that has been brought inside the building for installation.
10. The windows are progressively installed.
11. As the installation of the brick and precast concrete nears completion, the high-efficiency chiller system is installed outside the east end of the building.
12. The outer façade of the building is complete.
